Chain of Rocks Canal

the Chain of Rocks Canal. It is a
beautiful, very peaceful place just
outside the busy city of Wood River.

This is a wonderful place to go for
fishing, picnics, flying kites on a
windy day, or just taking a refreshing
walk.

The canal was built in the 1940s and
1950s to solve a problem. People
wanted to use the Mississippi River to
ship items from Minneapolis,
Minnesota all the way to New
Orleans, Louisiana and the Gulf of
Mexico. 

BUT there is a thick 17 mile chain of
rocks beneath the water surface and
boats could not travel through it. So
they made the 8.4 mile canal so that
ships can safely pass by the
dangerous chain of rocks.
