Today, a
guided city tour awaits you, including a visit to the UNESCO World
Heritage-listed Basilica Notre-Dame de Fourviere, part of the
inscribed historic site of Lyon.

Alternatively,
explore the highlights of the city on two wheels as part of a guided
bike tour of Lyon.
