All the rooms have their own private bathroom, HDTV, fast WIFI, microwaves, mini-fridges, hair dryers, and COMFORTABLE beds. They have a lobby with a television and fireplace where you can gather with your party. They also have an outside area where guests have access to a BBQ grill, picnic tables, and Adirondacks chairs to enjoy each other's company while enjoying the scenery that is unique to Ennis. They provide all the things you'll need for a great night’s sleep, so you can concentrate on the things that really matter most during your travels.

After getting checked into your rooms, you’ll have an opportunity to wander around and do a little shopping at the boutiques in this charming town of Ennis. At 6:00 PM join us at the hotel for a fun Pizza Party with multiple options of gourmet pizza and cheesy bread from Alley’s Bistro, and cookies.

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After dinner, for those travelers who would love the luxury of soaking in mineral waters, there will be an optional excursion to Norris Hot Springs to enjoy the “Water of the Gods”. The Bus will depart at 7:00 PM and return at 10:00 PM

Norris Hot Springs – “Water of the Gods”

The 'Water of the Gods' is a hot spring near Bozeman consisting of a series of artesian springs. Flow rate is a constant 80 gallons per minute with an average [image: image7.jpg]


temperature of 129 degrees Fahrenheit. Locally milled fir planks have been laid directly over the source to create our unique 40' x 40' pool. Their simple sprayer system creates the perfect soak by circulating the spring water and cooling the pool to a pleasant temperature below 100 degrees in the summer, and as warm as 106 in the winter.

Day Two: Friday, June 26th – Exploring Virginia City (B, D)
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After breakfast at the hotel, we will take a short journey to Legendary Virginia City. We will start by exploring some of the town on our own while enjoying fun and interesting shops, restaurants and saloons. We will then meet by the historic fire truck for an adventurous tour through the city and to the top of boot hill for some very entertaining history.  After enjoying some lunch on our own, you have the option to keep exploring or shopping on your own or join our group for a walking tour to learn more about the rich history of the historic buildings.  
At 5:00 PM, we will take a short walk over to the Road Agents Roost where we will enjoy a delicious and savory meal while relaxing from the events of the day. 

DINNER AT THE ROAD AGENTS’ ROOST
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Enjoy the best burgers west of the Mississippi (both beef and bison, of course), a fine selection of hot & cold sandwiches and an enticing menu of German dishes. A lumberyard office was located here in the 1870's. Furniture making went along nicely with the lumber business, and an aspect of the furniture business was undertaking. During Prohibition, a speakeasy saloon occupied the rear of the undertaking parlor. When alcohol again became legal, this building became the Tavern Saloon, and has, since the 1980's housed restaurants under a variety of names.
After enjoying some fine dining to satisfy our appetites, we will depart for our hotel to relax for an enjoyable evening of relaxation. For those who would like to go on a little excursion on foot, you may wander next door from our hotel to the small casino and sports bar at Sportsman’s Lodge.

Sportsman’s’ Lodge
Casino and Bar 
The Sportsman's Bar and Casino in Ennis, MT, is open daily from 8:00 AM to 2:00 AM. Located at 310 North Main Street, it features 18 gaming machines, a full bar, and a large craft beer selection.
Day Three: Saturday, June 27th – Exploring Nevada City (B, L, D)
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Breakfast is included at your hotel this morning before boarding the motor coach for our short journey to upper Nevada City where we will step into the past and experience the living history of the old ghost town. After we’ve had some time exploring the rich history, we will enjoy a bite of lunch before boarding the Alder Gulch Train to enjoy the scenery and learn about the surrounding area.
ALDER GULCH SHORTLINE RAILROAD

Historically, the railroad service never reached Virginia City. It only went as far as Alder, Montana, ten miles away. Charlie Bovey purchased two coal fired Davenport "Dinky" locomotives to transport visitors daily between Nevada City and Virginia City during the summers of 1964 through 1969. These locomotives came from the Anaconda Copper Mining Company's Great Falls Smelter. 

NEVADA CITY OLD TOWN MUSEUM AND MUSIC HALL
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Relive the excitement of the Gold Rush era in Montana.  The outdoor museum in Nevada City houses one of the largest collections of Old West artifacts outside the Smithsonian and has one hundred 1863 to early 1900 buildings. The museum entrance is also home to several unique music machines.  There are many exhibits and artifacts to help you experience the culture, time and place engaging all your senses as you discover early Montana. In Nevada City, you’ll witness what it was like to live in a frontier mining town during the height of the Gold Rush days.
After a nice day of strolling around Nevada City, we will board our motor coach and head out for Yellowstone Playhouse in Island Park where we will enjoy a delicious dinner and the hilarious Family Night Live comedy show.
YELLOWSTONE PLAYHOUSE DINNER & SHOW “FAMILY NIGHT LIVE – A VARIETY SHOW”
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Once called Mack’s Inn Playhouse, Drew & Julie Durrant opened the new Rattlin’ D Playhouse off Highway 20 in Island Park in the summer of 2017. Dinner is your choice of prime rib, Italian breaded chicken, or homemade mac n cheese all served with baked potato, corn, baked beans, roll, and a mini-ice cream sandwich. “2026 Family Night Live – A Variety Show” is an audience favorite! This family-friendly variety show is guaranteed to be fun for all ages! Musical numbers, comedy sketches, and RAMONA! Oh my!
After the show, we will head back to our hotel for our final night of relaxation from a long day before we begin our journey home the next morning. 
Day Four: Sunday, June 28th – Make Our Journey Home (B)
After enjoying breakfast together and filling our bellies with a warm meal, we will start our journey home. Our first stop will be in Idaho Falls followed by Pocatello to say goodbye to Eastern Idaho.
